Farouk Shousha was born on January 9th, 1936. He was an Egyptian poet. He

presented the popular television program Oumsiya Thaqafiya "Cultural Evening”
from 1977 through 2006. Shousha was born in Damietta, where he went to Kuttab.
Shousha read poetry in his free time. He began reading Arabic poetry at the local
library, where he read everything from the pre-Islamic period through modern
poets. Shousha joined Dar al-Ulum, where he was known as the Students’ Poet.
After he had graduated, he began working as a radio presenter. He became the
head of Egyptian Radio. Then he moved to the television and was named “the
